I If you are an Athletics member (track or road racing) you must also complete the ‘Declaration of
Qualifying Times’ form to prove your eligibility for the program.

Make sure you send all of your completed forms to BC Wheelchair Sports Association (not the___
provincial government).

Your application must be received at the BC Wheelchair Sports office no later than
January 20th, 2006. Late applications will not be accepted.
